Japanese Language Courses

Outline The International Center offers Japanese Language Courses. Japanese Language Courses are
divided into three different levels (elementary, intermediate, and advanced). Students will be
required to take a placement test at the beginning of each semester to determine their level of
Japanese language proficiency.

Work Load Exchange students can take maximum of 7 classes per week in each semester. KUINEP and
General Exchange students (except GE special research student) will receive one credit each
when they have completed.
